e support coastal communities to increase their resilience to existing and emerging coastal
hazards and threats.

An overview of the draft framework provides more information on the coastal management reforms. The

public has until 29 February 2016 to put forward submissions. OEH will be hosting public information

sessions in regional locations during late November and early December 2015 to support public input.
